
ORDINANCE 2023-17
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE VI, PHYSICAL ENVIRONMENT, CHAPTER 4, UTILITIES – REFUSE COLLECTION of THE PEOSTA CODE OF ORDINANCES
Be it enacted by the City Council of the City of Peosta, Iowa that the Peosta Code of Ordinances is amended as follows:

SECTION 1: City Code § 6-4-1 shall be amended by adding the following subsection, § 6-4-1 (9) with existing subsections (9), (10) and (11) to, upon approval of this amendment, be renumbered as § 6-4-1 (10), (11) and (12), respectively.
AMENDMENT. The Code of Ordinances of the City of Peosta, Iowa, is amended by adding the following section:

§ 6-4-1 (9) “Residential Yard and Garden Waste” Residential yard waste disposal shall mean yard waste generated from households to only include the following: garden plants, grass clippings and leaves, twigs, tree branches and shrubs.  Tree branches shall be no longer than four feet (4') in length, four inches (4”) in diameter and not to weigh more than fifty pounds (50).  Tree stumps do not fall within this definition and shall not be accepted at the City of Peosta's compost site.
AMENDMENT. As referenced above, existing sections 6-4-1 (9), (10), (11), and (12), respectively, shall be renumbered as set forth below.

shall be renumbered 6-4-1 (10)
6-4-1 (10) Solid Waste 


shall be renumbered 6-4-1 (11)
6-4-1 (11) Solid Waste Container
shall be renumbered 6-4-1 (12)
SECTION 2: City Code § 6-4 shall be amended by adding the following section, § 6-4-9 DISPOSAL OF RESIDENTIAL YARD AND GARDEN WASTE with existing sections 6-4-9, 6-4-10, 6-4-11, 6-4-12, 6-4-13, and 6-4-14, respectively, to be renumbered as set forth below.
AMENDMENT. The Code of Ordinances of the City of Peosta, Iowa, is amended by adding the following section:

§ 6-4-9 DISPOSAL OF RESIDENTIAL YARD AND GARDEN WASTE Residents of the City of Peosta, who reside within the Peosta City limits, may dispose of Residential Yard and Garden Waste at the City of Peosta Compost site. Non-residents of the City of Peosta found to be depositing any type of waste, including but not limited to Residential Yard and Garden Waste, will be subject to maximum civil penalties of up to $750.00 per violation and costs of related to the removal or abatement of the deposited waste. 
AMENDMENT. As referenced above, existing sections 6-4-9, 6-4-10, 6-4-11, 6-4-12, 6-4-13, and 6-4-14, respectively, shall be renumbered as set forth below.

SECTION 3.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  Should any section or provision of this ordinance be declared by the court to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any part thereof other than the part so declared to be invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 5.  REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance, or inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance, are hereby repealed to the extent necessary to give this ordinance full force and effect.

SECTION 6.  EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
